Sub: - Request for implementation of various Court Judgements on RTP official’s service benefits - reg.
Ref:- Directorate F.NNo.X-18/12/2024-SPN-Il dated 7.1.2025.

My federation would like to submit the following very important issue and draw the personal
attention of Hon’ble D.G Post as it warrants an objective policy decision that would result in settlement
of many unsettled grievances prevailing among Reserve Trained Pool (RTP) service officials for service
benefits.

Regularization of Services rendered as RTP PA/SA for all purposes as per Supreme Court Judgement:

Govt. of India Director General (Posts & Telecom) vide memo no.60-36/80-SPB-l dated
30.10.1980 and 14.10.1981 has introduced constitution of “Reserve Trained Pool” (RTP) system for
Postal and RMS offices in clerical cadre i.e Postal Assistant/Sorting Assistant to meet the shortage of
staff arises due to leave/promotion/retirement/death etc., and further to regularize their services in
next half year in which they were recruited.

But in violation of the guidelines issued by the Department itself the RTP PA\SA’s who were
recruited in 1981, 1982 & 1983 were continued as RTP PA\SA without absorption till 1988 to 1990 i.e
almost 5 to 10 years to the best reasons known to the Department.

Hence many officials who lost 5 to 10 years of valuable service have approached court of law for
regularization of their service rendered as RTP PA\SA.CAT Earnakulam bench vide order dated 8.2.1996
in its OA N0.1410/1995 filed by Nazeer and others pronounced for regularization of the services
rendered as RTP PA/SA and DG (P&T) has issued orders vide memo no.66-24/96-SPB-| dated 19.4.1996.

Later Hon’ble High Court of Telangana State, Hyderabad has issued common orders dated
15.4.2015 in OA No 779/2013 and 780/2013 and further Issued common order dated 27.2.2023 in WP
No.17400/2016 and 17425/2016 in case filed by Sri V.Ravi Krishna &Others Vs Department and further
SLP filed by the Department in WP No.1868/2024 was dismissed by the Apex court of India vide order
dated 5.2.2024. thus the case attained finally and Postal Directorate vide F.No.X-18/12/2017-SPN-I|
dated 1.5.2024 has issued orders for Implementation of Supreme Court orders dated 5.2.24 and further
stated that the said orders dated 5.2.24 “should not be treated as Precedent in other cases.”
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
